Report of the Town Manager

CEMETERY & WAR MEMORIAL 


A new burial marking system would now be installed in the woodland burial area at 
Hill Road, consisting of a grid pattern with numbered burial plots for ease of 
exhumation should the need arise. Once the new system was in place, the entrance 
area re-instated and a Woodland Burial Site sign erected, then an opening
 
ceremony would be considered.  An initial grant of £3,500 had been received from 
the Forestry Commission for the planting of trees at this site, with a further £150 per 
annum for 15 years to manage the area. 

The Friends of Penwortham War Memorial Group now had four members with a 
meeting being arranged for early in the New Year. The plan would then be to 
implement the agreed improvements to the site and seek funding and costings for 
the other enhancements to the memorial and surrounding area.

Councillor Mrs Gardner reported that a visitor to the cemetery over the Christmas 
period had commented on how well the area was being maintained and this would 
be conveyed to the staff concerned.

Sainsbury’s Planning Application

The Council considered an oral report on the proceedings of this committee meeting which had taken place immediately before the Council meeting.  Minutes of the meeting would be presented to the next Council meeting on 7 February 2012. 
Following detailed discussion at the committee meeting two decisions had been made:


i)
that with regard to Planning Application No. 07/2011/0380/FUL the Council’s 

existing objections made at its meeting on 19 July 2011 (minute no. 36) be 


not withdrawn;


ii)
that a special meeting of the Planning Committee and Council be held when the 

report of the Highway Authority on the application is published to enable the 


matter to be considered further.
Councillor S Robinson expressed concern that no firm conclusions had been reached at the committee meeting.  He considered that the amendments put forward by Sainsbury’s had not addressed the Council’s original objections, which related to issues beyond highways and traffic and that these objections should be reiterated to the planning authority.   This view was supported by Councillor Howarth.
Councillor Mrs Wooldridge confirmed that the original objections would stand unless and until further decisions were made.  She was in favour of a special meeting of the Council and Planning Committee once the views of the Highway Authority on the application were known.
Councillor S Robinson considered that the planning authority should be informed that the Town Council’s objections stand and that the proposed amendments by Sainsbury’s did not satisfactorily address those objections. 
Councillor D Wooldridge was convinced by the Planning Committee debate that the 9 amendments put forward by the applicant did not significantly change the situation but that the Town Council did need to know the views of the Highway Authority before reaching a final decision.  He did not feel that we needed to reinforce our objections to the planning authority at this stage.  Ultimately, the Town Council must ensure that it achieved the best outcome for the people of Penwortham. 
Councillor Mrs M Robinson agreed that it was necessary to hold a meeting of the Planning Committee and Council as soon as the Highway Authority report was published.
Councillor Nicholson was concerned that if the council did not reiterate its objections this could be interpreted by the applicant as a small sign of support for the development.
