Capital Projects

At the meeting of the Council on 6 December 2011 (minute no. 70 (i) (iii)) it had 
been agreed that the list of proposed capital schemes be re-examined and a 
decision taken as to whether they should be implemented or deleted.  Preliminary 
consideration was given to this.


The RFO reminded the committee that the list had been drawn up to satisfy the 
External Audit procedures and the committee and Council could amend it at any 
time.  The council would need to retain a minimum of £60,000 in its reserves.

The chairman stressed that the ongoing consideration of the community centre 
lease was a significant factor that needed to be borne in mind.  He undertook to 
take up again with the Borough Council the proposal to hold a meeting between 
our respective authorities on this issue (minute no. 6(iii) of the meeting of the 
Penwortham Community Centre Joint Management Committee held on 28 
November 2011 refers).   


Councillor Haworth considered that it was important that the schemes should be 
carefully costed and reviewed individually. 


The chairman requested that the possibility of grant assistance be included in 
future consideration of this matter.

Request for Financial Assistance - Penwortham Youth Music Festival
