Penwortham Gala – 12 and 13 June 2010

The committee was asked to finalise the arrangements for the forthcoming 
gala.  The gala brochure was circulated.

i)
Procession

The arrangements were well in hand.  The Borough Council and the 
police had kindly agreed to undertake the road closures under the 
Town Police Clauses Act which would be much less expensive than the 
county council arrangements adopted previously.


The Greater Manchester Fire and Rescue Service Pipe Band would 
lead the procession. Marshals should be present at the entrance gate 
when the bands marched on to the park.


Middleforth Primary School had agreed to allow the Council to use its 
car park for vehicles associated with the procession. 


The bus companies have been reminded to keep the procession 
route clear from 11.30am until after its completion. 


ii)
Marshalling/Police Involvement


PC Kevin Bond and Sergeant Julie Rawsthorne would be the police 
contacts and coordinators.

The police would again be urged to be present at Hill Road South at 
11.00am to close off the road to through traffic and enforce the one-
way 
system. 


There was the usual need to ensure that as many marshals as 
possible were in evidence. Further consultation would be held with the 
police regarding the marshalling of the routes adjacent to the 
procession.

Stage

The revised positioning of the stage away from Poplar Drive had 
worked well last year and this would be repeated in future years.

Raffle



A licensed raffle would be organised to be drawn on Sunday 



afternoon.  A number of local businesses had agreed to provide prizes 

and sell tickets.

Premises Licence for Hurst Grange Park


This licence was in force and all music must be terminated by 10.00pm. 

vi)
Poplar Drive 

The residents of Poplar Drive and other nearby streets had been 
very satisfied with the arrangements in 2009 and liaison would be 
maintained with them prior to and during the gala. 


vii)
Bands and Entertainment 



Abba and Tom Jones were the headline acts for Saturday evening.  

The other acts were listed in the brochure. Local Festival Queens would 

again be invited.  Councilor Mrs Gardner kindly agreed to bring the 


Queens into the arena. 

viii)
Gala Stall - “Mini” draw



The committee considered an individual application for a stall involving 

a raffle for a Mini car.  It was decided that the stall should be allowed 

but that the commercial fee of £100 per day should be charged. 

ix)
Request for Financial Assistance from the Area Committee

The area committee had kindly agreed to donate £1,250 towards the 
operational costs of the gala.

Football Tournament

The organisers of the tournament had been contacted again 
about the 
importance of closer liaison and involvement with the gala.  A useful 
meeting had been held with the representatives of the tournament 
particularly with reference to toilet facilities, refuse collection and car 
parking.  Efforts would be made to arrange for the Mayor to present 
football trophies if possible.  
xi)
Portaloos

These would be positioned away from the houses.  Two would be near 
the school playing field and the VIP toilet would be less accessible. 
xii)
Quality Status Award


It was proposed that the re-accreditation of Quality Status should be 
formally awarded at the gala.
xiii)
Bunting 

This would be erected on 1 June.

xiv)
Gala Posters

These would be placed on the Hurst Grange park notice boards. 
xv)
Refuse Bins

Orange “bulker” bins would be provided on the park in addition to the 
plastic dustbins and, for the first time, some recycling facilities.  Good 
quality plastic bags would be supplied. 
xvi)
Hi-Viz Jackets


These would be assessed for suitability.

xvii)
Dancing Groups – Health and Safety


These had been informed about the need to ensure that supporters did 
not gain access to the changing area.  Councillor Mrs Gardner had 
kindly agreed to again bring her caravan to the gala to be used as 
changing facilities and for security.
